The raising of Lazarus is the final sign, the
final great miracle, in the Gospel of John.
Paradoxically, even as the death of Lazarus

works for the glory of God (John 11;4), his restoration to
life leads to the death of Jesus (11:46-53). The battle lines
are drawn for these final weeks of Lent. Death seems to
conquer, but the dying itself holds the seed of life. At the
time of the Babylonian exile the people Israel seemed to
be dead. The temple had been destroyed, the land laid
waste, and the leaders of the people taken into
captivity.But Ezekiel proclaims that the Lord will restore
his people. Just as the Lord breathed the breath of life into
the molded clay and Adam became a living being, so now
the Lord sends his spirit into the dry bones of Israel that it
may live. The Lord restores his people to life. Jesus, in the
power of God, restores Lazarus to life. But these events
are only a figure of the gift of life which comes through
the death and resurrection of Jesus. In him we have been
freed from the law of sin and death (Rom 8:2). Baptized
into his death, we believe that we will live with his life
through the Spirit of God dwelling in us (cf. Rom. 6:3-11).
“We are God'’s children now, what we shall later be has
not yet come to light. We know that when it comes to light
we shall be like him, for we shall see him as he is.” (1 John

In these virtues which perfected the humanity of
Jesus, the Church had much to learn.
The passion narratives are not reduced to a mere

recitation of episodes. Marked by the personality of
each evangelist, they present an undivided history in
which the assaults of evil, carried to their heights in
Jesus’ passion, are rendered powerless by God.

Palm Sunday-Apr.05

3:2).
+' With the children of the Hebrews the Church
participates today in the triumph of Christ. He
enters the holy city, Jerusalem, to pass from this world
to his Father.
The passion narratives which are read on this Sunday
form without a doubt the primitive heart of our
gospels. There are many concerns which converge
around these simple but dramatic stories. They
influence the manner of recounting the passion. In the
care taken to show that Christianity had nothing to do
with a criminal or rebellious movement, the
evangelists highlight both the plot which results in the
death of Jesus and the innocence of the Savior
crucified for sinners. They also demonstrate to Israel
how this death fulfilled the scriptures, accomplished in
the central event of the passion and in the details of
its unfolding.
The historical insertion of the crucifixion into the
celebration of the Jewish Passover is decisive for
Christians. Jesus replaced the immolation of the
paschal lamb with the sacrifice of a new covenant.
In addition to these apologetic and theological
concerns, the evangelists proposed Jesus as a model
of humility, of prayer, of endurance, of suffering.

Easter SundayApr.12
When Christians are asked

the meaning of Easter, they refer to the

resurrection of Jesus. It is the day for
telling the wondrous story: Mary Magdalene saw the
stone moved away, Peter went in and saw the
wrappings on the ground, and the beloved disciple
saw and believed. The faith of contemporary
believers builds on their testimony. It is our festival of
life, for the boldness of God;s love snatched victory
from the jaws of death. Our memories and rituals
unite us with that event which was so disconcerting,
marvelous, and liberating. Sunday after Sunday, and
especially at this greatest Sunday of the year, we
enter events which show Easter as more than a once
upon- a time event. We bless and share a meal that
shapes us as the Body of Christ. We sing alleluias and
say the good news still takes flesh in our world.
We color eggs and enjoy feasts without need of a
rational explanation. The pull to dress finely may be
marred by commercialism or a drive for status, but
we know our winter has passed and new life is here.
In these and in so many other ethnic customs, we
renew life just as we renew our baptismal
commitment. More correctly, we rest in awe before
the One who renews life and provides the possibility
of commitment.
The reading from Colossians highlights still another
dimension of this day. Implicit within all these
celebrations, there is a sense of future. We can be
intent on “things above rather than on things of
earth.” Easter is a promise of the end time. Our
festival take place in a sinful world, in an imperfect
Church. In them we taste that time when we will all
be in glory.
