If we do
yﬁ?t share it, we shall lose it. The inconstancy does not
ie with God. If we have truly allowed ourselves to be
& ansformed by his forgiving love, we can do no other
than forgive one another. If we have refused to be so
transformed, we have in fact rejected the gift of his
pardon from the beginning. Before we bring our gift to
the altar, then, we must offer to share freely with one
another the forgiveness we have freely received from
God.

Project Advance has some key changes this
year. Archdiocesan funding priorities from this
year’s Appeal will be directed to a newly
established Crisis Response Fund, to help
vulnerable individuals and families during this
time of pandemic, alongside other ministries of
evangelization and outreach. The Archdiocesan
goal has been reduced to $1.625 million and
Our Lady of the Assumption ’s target has been
reduced from $58,000 to $29,000.
